 August Meeting Minutes 
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The meeting was held at the Main Plant 
Cafeteria and called to order at 
approximately 5:10 P.M.    

President Doug Dams called the meeting to 
order and made a few announcements.  He 
stated that he has received no further 
information about the club’s participation in 
the Ansel Adams exhibit.  This exhibit will 
start in September and run to the 8th of 
December. His next announcement was 
introducing LeeAnn Gruchow as the Web 
Site Master.  The third item he discussed 
was a project to identify unused items in the 
darkroom and to hold a club auction for 
those items.  Fourth, he mentioned the 
treasury balance and the possibility of 
lowered company subsidies next year.  A 
membership drive may be in order, to 
support the club activities for the next year.  
Fifth, Doug asked for volunteers to run for 
office at the next election, and he also 
mentioned if anyone is interested in running 
the newsletter to speak up about that.   

Doug then asked for new business.  Amy 
Smith-Mees mentioned that Kyle’s Framing 
in Marion is interested in providing discounts 
to members plus presenting a program on 
matting and framing (possibly in October).  
Amy also mentioned that she thought Mote 
Brothers was going out of business. (Editor’s 
note: I called Mote Brother’s and he said they 
are still in business and still offering club 
members a 25% discount) 

Tim Rand and Ron Meyer mentioned that 
Tim and Jennifer would be handling the 
one-shot contest.  At the September 
meeting they will hand out film and the 
subject list to interested members.  The film 
would be returned at the October meeting 
and the one-shot show would be at the 
November meeting.   

Ron also mentioned that there is a large 
format camera workshop being held by the 
Cedar Rapids Museum of Art on November 
16 (10 AM to 4 PM).  They need Eight 
students to run the workshop.  Details are at 
the museum website.   

A general discussion followed about the 
safe lights in the darkroom, with Clair 
Franzen volunteering to check the lights.

From the Editor 
 
It looks like several people have offered to 
fill some of the positions for officers for club 
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next fiscal year – thanks!  Now I have a 
request – please consider taking over  for 
me as newsletter editor.  I have done it for 
nearly two years now and would like to take 
a little break.   I usually spend several lunch 
hours each month preparing the newsletter. 
 One big benefit of doing the newsletter, is 
that you really know what is going on in the 
club and it is a job you can do even if you 
are unable to attend every meeting.  Please 
consider it – I will be glad to help you get 
started. 
 
In other news…  The latest on the Ansel 
Adams exhibit at press time:  The exhibit is 
scheduled to run from Sept. 13 – Dec. 8 at 
the Cedar Rapids Museum of Art.  With an 
opening reception Friday, Sept 27 from 6 to 8 
p.m.    There is still a chance our club will be 
asked to submit photos for exhibit along with 
the Ansel Adams exhibit.  Although it is 
unclear what the museum wants, it looks as 
though they will want Black and White, scenic 
type photos.  They may also reserve the right 
to select which photos they exhibit – which 
means they may not exhibit all photos that 
are submitted.  The main stumbling block is 
the fact that we may have to provide our own 
display boards to mount our photos on.  
Since we don’t have any quality, light weight 
display panels, I expect this will be a topic of 
much discussion in the upcoming year.  Time 
is running out, so as soon as we find out 
more, a special announcement will be sent 
out to the members.   
 
Also, a large format workshop “A View From 
the View Camera” Nov. 16, 10 a.m. to 4 p.m. 
 will be held at the CR Museum of Art.  Cost 
is $48 for non-members and $42 for 
members of CRMA.  Check out the Cedar 
Rapids Museum of Art’s website:

And finally, some information on the State 
Fair Photo Contest.    As far as I know, just 
Ron Meyer and I from the club, entered the 
contest and had photos on display this year. 
 In fact, we were both fortunate enough to 
have all four of our entries exhibited and 
receive honorable mention ribbons. 

 
They had over 2600 entries this year and 
exhibited around 1200.  Ron was able to 
find out some details about how the contest 
is judged.  First, it is a juried competition, 
which means that there is a panel of 3 
judges.  A person holds up the pictures one 
at a time to view (for 10-15 sec).  Each 
judge gives a thumbs–up or thumbs-down 
vote.  Two thumbs-up votes are required to 
be exhibited in the show.  If all three judges 
give thumbs-up, that picture qualifies for a 
prize consideration, and is set aside for a 
more detailed critique.
